Taxpayers that are 65 and over or are disabled 
and have applied for and received the 65 and 
older/disabled exemption will not see an increase 
in their taxes for residential homestead values 
above the frozen levy amount, as established 
when the exemption was granted for their existing 
homestead, except for improvements made after 
the exemption was granted.

Voter qualifications
Must be a registered voter with current address 
in the district. Must be a resident at least 30 days 
prior to election. The deadline to register to vote 
is October 7, 2019.
